Evacuation Procedures

The University’s EOP includes general evacuation guidelines; however, any time the University
determines that an evacuation is necessary, the specific evacuation procedure would be affected by a
myriad of factors, including the type of threat, the occupancy of the other buildings and areas of the
campus at the time of the incident, etc. Students, faculty, staff and visitors to the campus community
are expectedto follow the instructionsof anyfirst responderson the scene Thesefirst responderanay
instruct you to evacuate the building you are inside of, or shelter in place. You may be instructed to
shelterin placeif circumstanceslictatethat evacuatioroutsidethe building/areaisnot advisableThese
situations include, but are not limited to, tornados, severe weather and chemical attack.
